Matthew 14:24–27
24	 But the ship was now in the midst of the sea, tossed with waves: for 

the wind was contrary. 
25	 And in the fourth watch of the night Jesus went unto them, walking 

on the sea. 
26	 And when the disciples saw him walking on the sea, they were 

troubled, saying, It is a spirit; and they cried out for fear. 
27	 But straightway Jesus spake unto them, saying, Be of good cheer; it is 

I; be not afraid. 

How Will I Apply Today’s Lesson?

Just as Peter could not walk on water by himself, there are things that you 
and I cannot do without Jesus’ help.  We cannot love others, obey the Bible, 
witness for Him, or grow in character without Jesus’ help.  To receive Jesus’ help, 
we must keep our eyes on Him.
